This course is designed to accomplish two broad
tasks. First, to acquaint the student of politics in a systematic manner with the rudiments of
various schools of thought concerning moral theory and the larger questions that have emerged
from said theory. Second, to demonstrate through various case studies and issue areas how those
models have been, and could be, applied to political debates, constitutional questions, law, and
policy choices.

Once these goals are accomplished, the hope is that those engaged in the study of politics will
have a significantly more comprehensive view of the philosophic process, and that they will be

better situated to assess outcomes in a deeper and more systematic manner.
