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A Note about Graded Discussions. 

An issue in the discussions no matter the LMS is how to set the due dates. There is yet to be a 

system that allows for a double due date, i.e. initial posts due on X and response posts due on 

Y. One option is to have a staggered deadline, such as Initial posts due halfway through the 

module with responses due by the last day of the module. With this option, the Due Date is the 

last day of the module. Another option is to have the Due Date be the day the Initial Post is due 

and have the Availability End date when the Responses are due. In either case, including 

detailed instructions that clearly communicate the due dates and the availability dates helps 
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
