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¶ Assign group projects – and ensure that leadership roles rotate. Collaborative 

projects can provide an opportunity for students to see the importance of diverse 

perspectives on a given topic. Structuring group work so that each member of the 

group has a clear role ɀ and so that leadership roles within the group rotate ɀ will ensure
