Personal Calls, Mail and Visitors Guidelines

It is important for the efficient operation of the University and the welfare of students and
patients that telephone lines be kept open for business use. Therefore, personal telephone
calls should be kept to a minimum. Family members and friends should not telephone
employees routinely while they are working. Employees will be required to reimburse the
University for personal long distance calls charged to the University. Personal long distance
calls should be limited to those necessary in an emergency situation.

The University's mail departments collect, process and deliver official University mail. Staff
members should have personal mail delivered to a home address. As a courtesy, the mail
department will process personal mail of employees if the proper postage is affixed. See malil
services in Section B.
