3. Health Systems Science Subcommittee – subcommittee with a focus on health systems 
science curriculum thr oughout the entir ety of the 4 y ears of medical school. The Chair is the 
Associate Dean of Health Systems Science. 

4. Pr ogr am E v aluation and Assessment Subcommittee – subcommittee with a focus on the 
e v aluation and assessment of courses and clerkships. The Chair is the Assistant/Associate 
Dean of Pr ogr am E v aluation and Assessment.
