Grading System
The grading System can be reviewed in the MSN handbook.

Failing Grade
A student who receives a failing grade in two courses will be dismissed from the
program.

Grade Requirement for Clinical Courses

A grade of "B" or higher must be received in all specialty-specific courses in order to
progress. In a clinical course, a student may be allowed to complete additional hours to
achieve a "B" but this should not exceed 50 additional hours.

Grade of "Incomplete"

An "Incomplete” may be assigned when all requirements for the course have not been
completed at the end of the academic term. The "Incomplete” may remain in the
permanent record for a maximum of 12 months, and, if not amended by then, the grade
is transformed into an "F" (Failure). If a student has two or more "Incompletes,” a hold
