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| have focused my interpretations of the data on a selection of criteria to be found in the sub-categories mentioned
above.

The data tells us that most of our students met the expectations for the criterion “language function”; for “text type
(formal language and critical argument); for “language control”; for “cultural knowledge”.

Expectations were either met “strongly” or “minimally”, with a majority of “strongly”

One student did not meet the expectations for all the items that were included within each item.

Language function: 9% exceeds expectations; 52% meets expectations strongly. 39% meets expectations minimally.

Text type (appropriate use of formal language in extended discourse and defense of critical argument):
46% meets expectations (strongly); 46% meets expectations (minimally); 8% does not meet expectations.
