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5. Findings: Interpretations & Conclusions  

What have you learned from these results? What does the data tell you? 
 
With only nine international studies majors included in this analysis, there is a danger of drawing clearer conclusions 
than the data support. That danger is compounded by Covid-related disruptions to the classroom and students’ lives, 
which mean that this semester was different from what we hope will be the case in the future. Nonetheless, it is 
possible to raise some questions and perhaps draw tentative conclusions. 
 
Because of the small number of students involved, a single student has considerable impact on the results. In 
particular, the same two International Studies major did not meet expectations on every
