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elRB Tip of the Month- February 2016 Creating a new application/protocol*

In this month’s tip we will demonstrate how to create a new IRB application/protocol in eIRB. For the purposes of this
tip “application”, “form”, and “protocol” will be used interchangeably.

Before beginning an application:
It's important to know what form you will need - the forms are not interchangeable and the IRB may or may not
be able to offer flexibility if the wrong form is submitted (see #2 below).
Investigators who wish to conduct research, as well as every member of a research team, must complete
mandatory human subjects research training before a study can be approved; more information can be found
on the IRB’s Training and Education webpage.

Important system reminders:
The elRB system does not work properly in Google Chrome; ensure that you access the system
